The price includes the one week sailing trip with skipper, endcleaning, bedlinen and towels, 
harbour fees and transfer by taxi/bus from Taalintehdas to Turku.

The route may be adjusted according to the weather conditions. The sailing trip requires a 
minimum of 6 participants in order to be carried out.

DAY 1, Saturday, Turku – Nagu, 17 nm
Start from Turku guestharbour in the afternoon and arrival in Nagu in the evening. Nagu is a 
wellknown village to boating people and hosts hundreds of summer cottages. The sheltered guest 
harbour is well equipped and offers a nice and lively athmosphere in the summertime  with its 
restaurants and cafés, small shops etc.

DAY 2, Sunday, Nagu – Helsingholmen, 20 nm
This beautiful island attracts boating people and welcomes especially families hosting several 
domestic animals; horses, sheep, hens, calves and cats. With only one family living on the island 
the athomsphere is friendly and personal. The family provides the visitors with fresh and smoked 
fish and home baked bread in the summertime as well as a kiosk with some necessities.
The beautiful and unspoiled nature invites to strolls on the natural trails and to a swim after a 
visit in the wood heated sauna by the sea.

DAY 3, Monday, Helsingholmen – Aspö, 25 nm
Aspö is an island in the outern archipelago with about 10 people living there year around.
The high cliffs afford distant views and spectacular landscapes. The islands history is presented 
on a 1,5 km long nature and culuture trail taking you also to the chapel of Aspö.
Enjoy a lunch or dinner at the Blue Veranda (to be pre booked), take a fishing tour or take a bath 
in the barrel after the sauna. A kiosk provides the visitors with fresh and smoked fish, potatoes 
and vegetables.

DAY 4, Tuesday, Aspö – Utö, 17 nm
Utö is the southernmost island in Finland. It is known for its maritime history with piloting, 
lighthouse and customs activities and is surrounded by rocky waters that has caused many 
shipwrecks. This small island offers many sights; the famous light house, the chapel and a 
museum. A traditional lunch or dinner can be enjoyed in a former family home or at the hotel. 
A small shop is open in the summertime.

DAY 5, Wednesday, Utö – Borstö, 22 nm
Borstö is an old and well preserved archipelago island in the southern outer archipelago. 
It is known for its beautiful views and idyllic settings. The nature path takes the visitors through 
an unspoiled nature and diverse landscape. A sauna is the only service provided on this peaceful 
island which has no year around inhabitants but several summer cottages. 

DAY 6, Thursday, Borstö – Högsåra, 15 nm
Högsåra is an island situated along a historic seafaring route, Jungfrusund. Many pathways cross 
the island and its well kept old houses and boathouses by the water makes Högsåra a pearl in the 
archipelago. The interesting history, the beautiful nature and idyllic village attracts the boating 
people.

DAY 7, Friday, Högsåra – Taalintehdas/Dalsbruk, 7 nm
Taalintehdas (Swedish name Dalsbruk) is a village known for its long history in the steel industry, 
present still today. Situated  right in the archipelago but not far from major cities as Helsinki and 
Turku makes it a perfect and popular place for many summer activities. This is also the home 
base of Midnight Sun Sailing. It offers services to both visitors and boating people; grocery shops, 
restaurants, a lively market place in the summertime and a well equipped guestharbour.

DAY 8, Saturday, Transfer to Turku
Transfer arranged from Taalintehdas to Turku by taxi or bus.
